We are excited 
to launch the nationally recognized DAISY Award and its companion, 
the Bee Award, to celebrate excellence in care and support roles. For 
residents, recent enhancements include a new online portal, a 
coordinated fitness program across campuses, and the establishment 
of an all-campus summer festival each June.
